      One form of Native American mythology was 
based on the most visible of the heavenly bodies, 
the sun and moon.

     The earliest ancestors of North America were   
known as Paleo-Indians, sometimes referred to as 
the Clovis People.   They lived in the southern 
United States between 10,000 and 40,000 years 
ago, but left very few records about their lives.  We 
have learned that they camped wherever there 
were animals to hunt and either lived in caves or 
used the animal skins to make crude shelters.  They 
invented spears with stone points.  The Paleo-
Indians are one of over 561 different Native 
American tribes that have lived in North America.
