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NOT S0 SMALL...

Master Man is not the only extra-tall
man! Today, we have our own Master Men
and Women. The tallest people can be over
8 feet tall!

Leonid Stadnyk, from Podolyantsi,
Ukraine, stands at 8 feet 5 inches tall and 1s
37 years old. He is the world’s tallest living
man, according to the Guinness World
Records 2008.

How does a person get to be that tall?
A person with extreme height usually has
more growth hormones than a person of
average height. It is said that when he was 12 years old, he underwent brain surgery for
a pituitary gland tumor. The pituitary gland is located at the base of your brain, and it
produces the growth hormone, which controls your bone and muscle growth, or how tall
you are or will be. The tumor, an abnormal growth of body tissue that can cause cancer,
caused his pituitary gland to produce large amounts of growth hormone, which explains
why he grew to be so tall!

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DISCUSSION PROMPT

TEACHER USeE ONLY

Lead your class in a discussion of the
importance of paying attention to older,
wiser people and influences. As a class,
make a list of possible consequences to
not listening to the advice of others.
Make another list of the possible
positive outcomes of taking the
suggestions of others into consideration.
It might be helpful to make a pro/con chart
on the board and have your students think of pros and cons to taking the
advice of other people. Students will need to consider factors such as the
credibility of the person giving advice. For example, parents are usually a
good source of advice, whereas friends your own age may not be, depending
upon the situation.

Next, separate the class into groups of 3 or 4 students. Have each group act
out a scenario in which one student must decide whether or not to take the
advice of other people. Have the students come up with situations that would
be realistic for them. After acting out the scenes for the class, the groups
should explain to the rest of the class what was happening in their
performances. Discuss with your students whether or not they acted out
positive or negative listening behavior. (Example: giving into peer pressure
would be a negative listening behavior.)

To enhance the activity, you can have the groups complete their own
scripts and memorize their lines for an in-class performance with props
and costumes.
